¶ Aerating, fertilizing and 
laying grass seed inside 

the 3/4-acre park; 

¶ Planting bushes and re-
moving pieces of tar near 

the entranceõs new sign.

     With this great success 
comes new questions and con-
cerns, including discussion 

about how many dogs can 
safely be inside the parkõs gates 
at any one time. While there 
have been no complaints about 
overcrowding, several mem-
bers have suggested self-
policing to ensure there are no 
more than 20 or 25 dogs play-

ing together at once. 

     There are no rules about 

the number of dogs allowed in 
the park, but use your best 
judgment in deciding whether 

the park is full.  

     Also please be courteous 
by allowing all dogs a turn to 
play. If the park is crowded and 
youõve been there a while, 
consider letting another dog 

and its owner take your place.

¶ The suggestions/accidents 

box is now up at the 

park, near the bulletin 

board in the parking lot. 

Feel free to note any 

ideas for improving the 

park and keeping all the 

dogs happy and safe. 

¶ The park will remain open 

all winter, but at each 

ownerõs own risk. If the 

field inside the gate is too 

muddy, icy or wet, the 

park will be closed until 

better conditions exist.  

¶ The parking lot will not 

be maintained during the 

winter. Please be sure to 

throw any trash into the 

bins that are provided.

CHLOE 
Chloe is one of two Golden Doodles 
that come to play regularly at the dog 
park. The other is named Rockefeller, 
who looks similar but has a more out-
going personality. Chloe, who is just 17 
months old, is friendly but a bit more 
shy around the other dogsñespecially 

the bigger, more energetic breeds. 

     òSheõs getting over it,ó her owner 
says, explaining how sheõs continually 
working to improve Chloeõs socializa-
tion skills. òWe also go to the dog park 
in Linbrook. That has a fenced-in area 
for smaller dogs, but no nice agility 

equipment like here in Long Valley.ó 

     Chloe is also somewhat 
shy around people. If you try 
to pet her, she might back 
away. Her owner hopes 
thatõs just a function of her 
age, since she has no history 
of abuse. She was purchased 
from a breeder down in 
Little Egg Harbor when she 

was just a pup. 

 

DAWSON 
You may recognize Daw-
sonõs owners, Steve and 
Kathy, as regulars around the 
dog park because theyõre 
among the people who were 
instrumental in creating it. 

You may also know them because 
Dawson spends an awful lot of time 
around themñand everyone elseñ

while the other dogs play. 

     òHeõll play a little bit 
with dogs, but he really 
likes people,ó Steve 
explains of the 6-year-
old Golden Retriever. 
òHe rubs up against 
every person, and if 
they pet him, boy, thatõs 

it. Heõs in heaven.ó 

     Dawson is good with 
smallð and large-breed 
dogs alike, often tolerat-
ing behavior such as 
mounting that other 
dogs find problematic. 
Heõs a great ambassador 
for the dog park, given 
his friendly nature and 

easygoing temperament.  

SANDY 
Sandy is 4 years old, but her owners 
have lived with her for just four 
months, having recently rescued her 
from the shelter 11th Hour. Sheõs a 
Ridgeback-Shepherd mix who weighs 
about 75 poundsñand isnõt shy about 

throwing her weight around. 

     òShe came from a divorce,ó her 
owner explains, òand sheõs a little skit-
tish around strangers. Sheõs also a natu-
ral herder, so sheõs very vocal. Itõs 
nothing to be afraid of. Itõs just how she 
plays, 
herding 
the other 
dogs while 
running 
alongside 
them. She 
just gets a 
little 

noisy.ó 

     Sandyõs 
owners 
are work-
ing to 
break her 
bad habit 
of snap-
ping when-
ever peo-
ple reach 
for her 
collar. If 
you should 
see Sandy 
at the dog park, keep that tendency in 
mind and do not reach toward her face 
or neck. Her owners are diligent about 
watching her at play, so if you have a 
concern, simply approach them politely 

and discuss the situation. 

which actually makes 
it harder for them 
to enter the park 
and more likely that 
they will react badly 

to the other dogs. 

     One of the rea-
sons the park was 
designed with a 
double entry gate is so that members 
will have a safe place to unleash their 
dogs before entering the park. Please 

If youõve spent even a single afternoon 
at the Long Valley Dog Park, then 
youõve probably seen someone enter 
the park without removing their dogõs 
leash. Itõs quite a sight: All the other 
dogs running over to say hello, and the 
dog on the leash struggling to fit in with 

the pack. 

     Many owners feel that their dogs 
are better off entering the park while 
leashed, but the truth is that most dogs 
feel more defensive when on a leashñ

make use of this area 
to remove your 
dogõs leash before 
coming in. You will 
have an easier time 
removing your dogõs 
leash, and your dog 
will feel more com-
fortable when he or 
she is greeted by all 

of the other dogs in the park that run 

over wanting to play.
