DISCUSSION

This meeting was a working meeting.  Township residents present were not invited to comment. 
Jim Frankovic reviewed the site evaluation decision matrix with the committee.  
Here are some of the discussion comments:
There will be a fence and lockable gate installed around the range, not the entire property.

We are permitted to disturb only ¼ acre of land at the range site without a highlands permit.

Bill Leavens will check with the Highlands to verify the ¼ acre disturbance and can there be exceptions.

There will be professional costs from the town engineer, and planner to evaluate our porposal.

We should talk with town engineer to assist with cost estimates.  Jim Frankovic will ask Andrew Coppola about fees for engineer, legal etc.

Mike Carkitto will update decision matrix with today’s inputs and distribute to the committee.
Zac Haas will buy NRA specifications for range if affordable.

Each sub-committee member will put weight on each item in the matrix.  Send to Mike Carkitto by close of business Monday 8/22/16.

Everyone in the sub-committees will evaluate each item on the decision matrix, after visiting sites, with a rating of 1 (does not meet needs) to 5 (exceeds needs).  

The next committee meetings will be on September 8, 29  and Octobe r 13at 7:00 pm at the Municipal Building.
The September 8 meeting will be open to the public for comments.
The sub-committees will present their findings and recommendations to the complete committee on Sept 29.

The committee plans to present its proposal to the Township committee by the first week in November.
