APPLICATION 

1-  Dave & Geralyn Hickey, 24 Schooley’s Mountain Road -  B: 27 L: 23 – Proposed Coffee Shop at former Somerset Bank.  Conceptual for Board Determination of Change of Use and Waiver of Site Plan 
Time is 7:36 PM 
Ms Geralyn Hickey was present.  Mr Read recused himself for conflict of interest with Property Owner.  Ms Hickey was administered Oath.  Ms Hickey resides at 8 Spring Lane, Stanhope, New Jersey.   Ms Hickey provided a brief summary of the Application.  In addition, Property Owner Leona Harrington was present.
Mrs Hickey reported that the business will concentrate on selling espresso-based drinks, drip coffee, pressed coffee, hot, cold and iced.  Also, other non-coffee beverages to be sold include smoothies, tea, hot chocolate, bottled water, juices and sports/nutritional drinks.  In addition baked goods including but not limited to scones, muffins, cookies and cakes.  Considertion will also be given to serving breakfast/lunch sandwiches that would be prepared off-site by local businesses that are licensed to do so and available for re-heating and consumption on-site or for take-out.
Mr Banisch reported that the building at 24 Schooley’s Mountain Road was last occupied by Lakeland Bank.  The application for proposed coffee shop is a change of use and site plan waiver.  The site is not conforming because the building set backs do not conform to the 50’ requirement and due to the parking requirements.  The site currently has 14 parking stalls, it is calculated to 16 stalls.  Two parallel stalls next to landscape buffer could be installed for employees.  
Ms Hickey stated there will be no exterior changes and the existing sign will be used.  Two picnic tables will remain on the grass buffer.  Hours of operation will be 6:30 AM – 4:00 PM.  Two employees will work each shift.

Mr. Hall noted that the existing triple flood light post could spill into the lighting canopy of neighbors.  The handicapped parking sign is not compliance.  The new sign must note Van Accessible.  Parking striping is faint and needs to be restriped.  
Discussion then addressed the retrofit to the drive up teller window to accommodate vehicle and bike traffic for purchases.  It was agreed that traffic lanes and patterns will remain but volume at pick up window to be minimal or off so not to disturb neighbors.  

Various questions and concerns expressed by the membership included:

Mr Popper – Is a traffic study warranted?

After consideration by the Professionals it was agreed that a traffic study is not needed.

Mr Mont-  Air condition condenser on site should be fenced and out of view.

Mr Short- No lights on Exterior sign and posts to be painted black.

In conclusion the following conditions were accepted:

· Exterior flood lighting to be determined after site visit by Engineer.

· Trash collection will remain as is, but no earlier than 8:30 AM

· New traffic directional signs, drive thru and egress signs are subject to Zoning Permits.  One way entrance will remain  and an Exit sign is to be installed to the far side of the drive thru lane.

· Trash receptable to be installed near picnic tables

· No lighting to Exterior “Coffee Potter” sign and posts to be painted black

· Parking Lot to be restriped.  Two additional paralles stalls to be striped near grass buffer
· New Van Access Handicapped sign to be installed and stall restriped.

· Fence or screening around air conditioner compressor.
