Mr. Frank Ferraro, Esq and Peter Papay, PE was present.  Mr. Ferraro provided brief summary of this application which is the installation of a small network node on the rooftop of building at 9 West Mill Road in addition two equipment cabinets and appurtenances on an 8’x16’ steel platform on the ground next to building.  Mr. Ferraro has appeared before the Historic Preservation Commission on August 2 and received a recommendation along with a request that a 6 foot high wood fence to match the taller fence be installed to screen the propane tanks from the parking lot.  

Mr. Ferraro also indicated a comment from the Washington Township to show the water and sewer service lines be shown on plan.

Mr. Hall referred to his August 10 letter and noted that his Completeness Review items have been addressed and from his Technical Review is deemed complete.
