Daniel Sheola, 60 N Mount Lebanon Road, B 47 L 27 for Certificate of Compliance – Ridgeline [Chapter 217 F 3.b.]  Both Ms. McGroarty and Mr. DiSalvo recused themselves from this Application due to a Conflict of Interest and removed themselves from the Dais for the remainder of the meeting.

Mr. Sheola was sworn for Testimony.  Mr. Sheola explained that when he purchased the property there were several dilapidated sheds which he demolished and removed with the intention to install a free standing garage structure.  The garage will house his two vehicles and have room for a small work bench and room for his Father to work on cars he restores, perhaps with a lift.  The garage is 30x60x12 [highest point of roof will be 16” tall].  

Mr. Hall referred to his November 9 reported and also noted that this proposed garage is not visible from any road in Washington Township, but is visible from across the Musconetcong River on a street in Mansfield which is why a shrubbery buffer has been suggested.  In addition given the area of disturbance a Minor Stormwater Review will also be necessary.  

Mr. Sheola had no objection with the landscape buffer and stated that the garage exterior will match the house.  Color will be evening blue.  Likewise, Mr. Sheola already contacted Ferraro Engineering to address the stormwater plan review.
