NEW BUSINESS
2018 Budget

Steve passed out a proposed 2018 budget.  The cost of the 41 trees for the 2018 Arbor Day planting will be $55 per tree, total $2,255.  Charlie suggested using metal stakes instead of wood so the stakes can be recycled.  The stakes are $3 each and two are needed for each tree.  The cost for 82 stakes would be $246.  All present concurred that we switch to metal stakes.  We will request $2,500 for the tree planting.  Also, we will change “Stake Lumber” in the budget to “Metal Stakes.”

Steve noted that the cost to attend the annual Shade Tree Federation Conference is still $110 per person.  He also proposed that money be budgeted for DPW employees to attend the Rutgers Hazardous Tree ID program.
