Applicants

· Knipmeyer, 360 West Mill Road, Middle Valley Historic District (MVHD) – Public hearing for exterior concepts of façade changes. This meeting served as the public hearing for the Knipmeyer’s proposed changes to the façades of the building as presented at the January 4, 2017 meeting. Ms. Knipmeyer presented the required public notifications. The building is a noncontributing building in the MVHD that is being rehabilitated as defined by the Secretary of the Interior. The Knipmeyers presented the changes to the building façade on architectural drawing A3 dated January 18, 2017. The application for WTHPC Certificate of Appropriateness includes the following placement and materials:

1. Installation of two reproduction windows into original framing on the front of the house. Windows will be wood reproduction true divided light, 2/2 sash to match originals on the back of the house, approximately 72”H x 30”W.

2. One new egress casement window to replace existing eyebrow window on the back of the house (formed to simulate a double hung window). A shed dormer minimally frames the window within with the Gambrel roof lines.
3. One exterior door of original material to replace modern front door. The original wood door (4-pane window over 2 horizontal panels) matches three other exterior doors at the front, side, and back of the house.
4. One door on the front of the house is to be removed from use and covered with stucco.
5. The historic awning, which was temporarily removed to accomplish Department of Environmental Protection Tier 1 remediation of gasoline tanks, will be reconstructed as requested by WTHPC, at a reduced size to remain clear of Morris County right-of-way. Construction will be wood, incorporating two original fluted iron posts mounted on concrete footings. Lettering shall be applied block letters, all capitals as shown, to read “MIDDLE VALLEY NJ”.
6. One sliding door in the kitchen will be replaced by two windows in the existing frame. 
The meeting was opened to members of the public. Members of the public included Paul Krylowski (pkrylowski@centurylink.net) and William Leavens (Bill.Leavens@gmail.com). The members of the public shared their support for the Knipmeyer’s work. The meeting was closed to members of the public.
Susan Penney moved to grant a Certificate of Appropriateness (COA) for the building rehabilitation as presented. Leah Korbel second the motion. Eileen Stokes, Jennifer Gorini, Leah Korbel, Jessica Forman, Cindy Boerner-Lay, and Susan Penney unanimously approved the motion through a roll call vote.
