MINUTES

November 4, 2015
This regularly scheduled meeting of the Washington Township Historic Preservation Commission (HPC), advertised in the Observer Tribune and the Daily Record in accordance with the Open Public Meeting Act and posted on the Municipal Building bulletin board and the Washington Township (the Township) website, was called to order at 7:39 by Chairman Stokes.

Minutes

· March 4, 2015. Leah Korbel moved to accept the minutes as revised. Gregg Forsbrey seconded the motion. Eileen Stokes, Jennifer Gorini, Leah Korbel, and Gregg Forsbrey unanimously approved the minutes.
· May 6, 2015. The minutes have not yet been prepared for approval.
· July 1, 2015. The minutes have not yet been prepared for approval.
· August 5, 2015. The time that the meeting was called to order was corrected from 8:27 to 7:27.
· September 2, 2015. Gregg Forsbrey moved to accept the minutes. Leah Korbel seconded the motion. Eileen Stokes, Jennifer Gorini, Leah Korbel, and Gregg Forsbrey unanimously approved the minutes.
· September 16, 2015. This meeting was rescheduled to the following week when the HPC conducted a GVHD Walking Tour.
· October 7, 2015. This meeting was cancelled.
New Business
· Richter, 186 Flocktown Road, Individual Listing, B20.10, L24. Door Replacement. Michael Swain, the Carpenter working on the house, represented the Ritchers at the HPC meeting. The door is in a new addition to the building and is not visible from Flocktown or Naughright Roads. The door is not original to the home, is made of wood, and has single pane glass. The perimeter of the existing door has air leaks and weather stripping has been applied over the years. The homeowner proposes to replace the door with a low maintenance fiberglass 9 lite 2 panel with insulated glass. The HPC objected to the modern appearance of the proposed door, particularly as compared to the historic-looking existing door. The HPC suggested looking into doors that have a more similar appearance to the existing door or a glass storm door that can be installed directly in front of the existing door. 
Mr. Swain asked for advice on the white posts on the front porch of the home, which are rotted and will need to be replaced. According to historic compared to current photographs, the original posts appear thinner than the current posts. They would be replaced with pressure treated wood posts that will look the same as the original appearance of the posts.

Gregg Forsbrey moved to grant a Certificate of Appropriateness (COA) to: (1) install a storm door in front of the existing door or to install a replacement door of alternate material that has a more similar appearance to the existing door and (2) replace the white posts on the front porch with pressure treated wood posts that will have a similar appearance to the original posts. Leah Korbel seconded the motion. Eileen Stokes, Jennifer Gorini, Leah Korbel, and Gregg Forsbrey unanimously approved the COA.

· Santos Guzmon, 280 Schooleys Mountain Road, SMHD, B20, L41. Demolition of garage. The garage is a non-contributing structure to the district. The building is partially visible from the road. A tree fell on the garage very badly damaging it. Chairman Stokes recommended that Mr. Guzmon photo document details of the garage. Leah Korbel moved to allow demolition of the garage. Gregg Forsbrey seconded the motion. Eileen Stokes, Jennifer Gorini, Leah Korbel, and Gregg Forsbrey unanimously approved the demolition.
· Highlands Presbyterian, 3 Heath Lane, Schooleys Mountain Historic District (SMHD), B30 L31. Roof structure over ramp. Lyn Smith, Barbara Feltmann, and Bill Beck represented Highlands Presbyterian. The building has two handicap ramps to provide handicap access and there is an issue with ice and snow buildup on the ramps. They are proposing a roof structure over the rear ramp and a roof, walls, and windows surrounding a stairwell that provides access to the basement. They brought photographs of the existing conditions and architectural design drawings of the proposed improvements. The architectural design drawings were prepared by Frank Creegan of Franks-Design dated October 29, 2015. Jennifer Gorini moved to approve a COA for a roof structure to cover the rear handicap ramp and a roof, walls, and windows surrounding a stairwell that provides basement access as shown in the drawings prepared by Frank Creegan dated October 29, 2015. Leah Korbel seconded the motion. Eileen Stokes, Jennifer Gorini, Leah Korbel, and Gregg Forsbrey unanimously approved the COA.
