WASHINGTON TOWNSHIP BOARD OF HEALTH
May 23, 2017
The regular meeting of the Washington Township Board of Health was called to order by Glenn Carrara, at 7:32 p.m. on Tuesday, May 23, 2017 at the Washington Township Municipal Building.

Noted: adequate notice was posted in the Daily Record on January 27, 2017.  The Board of Health meeting dates, monthly agenda, and minutes are posted on the bulletin board at the municipal building.  No notices were mailed, as there have been no requests.


Member Glenn Carrara opened the meeting and roll call was taken.  
Members Present: Glenn Carrara, Angela Adams and Alternate member #2, Gail Bogan.  Absent were: Chairman, John Thomas, Vice Chair, Mariellen Hess-Christian, member, Phil Carangelo and Alternate member #1, Marie Peppas.
Also present was Health Officer, Cristianna Cooke-Gibbs and Secretary Linda Gabel. 
MINUTES: The minutes of the meeting held on March 28, 2017 have been distributed to the members prior to this meeting.  A motion was made by Bogan, seconded by Carrara to approve the minutes as submitted.  A voice vote was taken

Health Report – March, 2017.  A question was raised about the number of Certificates of Potability.  Cooke-Gibbs reported that houses seem to be selling again and that banks seem to be moving their foreclosed properties now, more than they had previously.  A motion to approve the Health Report for March, 2017 was made by Bogan, seconded by Carrara.  A voice vote was taken.

Health Report – April, 2017.  A question was raised regarding the dumping complaint on Mission Rd.  Cooke-Gibbs noted that the person who received the Notice of Violation did respond but she was not sure of the details.  She did mention that the County and NJDEP did not respond.  She offered to check with Kurt on the status of this complaint and get back to the board members.


Regarding Krauszer’s, Cooke-Gibbs reported that Krauszer’s had some significant violations that warranted them a conditional rating.  That rating held for some time until the violations were all corrected at which time they received a satisfactory rating.  Cooke-Gibbs added that the MUA had sent a letter to all of the tenants of the strip mall informing them that the owner was greatly in arears on his payments for water and sewer service.  The MUA would have to turn off the utilities if the bill was not paid.  The letter urged the tenants to convince the property owner to make payment to avoid this happening.  Cooke-Gibbs noted that if the water were to be turned off, all of the retail food establishments in the strip would need to be closed.  She added that the owner initially paid with a check but it was returned for insufficient funds.  He was then given another date and time to pay with cash.  He did not meet the time deadline and the MUA contacted the health department to prepare to close down all of the food establishments involved.  The owner did show up, just before that occurred, with a substantial amount of cash and a promise to return with the rest later that afternoon. Services were never suspended.

A motion to approve the April, 2017 Health Report was made by Carrara, seconded by Bogan.  A voice vote was taken.

Public Health Nurse Report – The question was raised about the Zika case.  Cooke-Gibbs reported that there is no word yet.  She said that the results take about 6 weeks to come back.
Old Business – A brief discussion was held regarding changing the start time of the Board of Health meetings from 7:30 to 6:30.  Since so many members of the Board were not present at this meeting, it was decided to hold off making a decision on that until the September meeting and possibly even keeping the time at 7:30 for the remainder of this year and advertising the new time, if the Board decides to change it, with the legal meeting notice after the reorganization meeting in January of 2018.
New Business –  Cooke-Gibbs informed the Board members that the Health Department was being audited by the State Board of Health.  She further explained that, having never been audited before, there were documents that needed to be printed out and kept on file:  For instance, she noted that years ago we used to hold Child Health Conferences.  Eventually, the numbers got so low, not only due to our area and demographics but also to changes in Healthcare, that we now refer our maternal and child health care cases to the Zufall Clinic.  The same applies to HIV/AIDS cases to the Ryan White Program and certain cancer cases to the NJCEED Program both at Morristown Medical Center.  Cris added that the State requires the paper, a Memorandum of Agreement between the Board of Health and these three entities.  The Memorandums of Agreement were reviewed and discussed by the Board members.
MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT

BETWEEN THE 

WASHINGTON TOWNSHIP BOARD OF HEALTH 

AND THE ZUFALL FEDERALLY QUALIFIED HEALTH CARE CENTER

FOR CHILD HEALTH SERVICES

WHEREAS,  the mission of the Washington Township Board of Health is to protect, promote and enhance the health and wellness of all who reside in, work in or visit the Township of Washington, and its contracted municipalities, through the provision of comprehensive and superior public health services;

WHEREAS, NJ Practice Standards of Performance for Local Boards of Health as codified at N.J.A.C. 8:52-1.1 et seq. requires the Washington Township Board of Health to deliver and ensure population-based public health services for all residents including child health services;

WHEREAS, the Washington Township Board of Health provides municipal public health services via shared services agreements in accordance with the Local Health Services Act as codified at N.J.S.A. 26:3A2-1, et seq.;

WHEREAS, under the terms of said shared services agreements the Washington Township Board of Health provides public health services mandated under the N.J. Practice Standards of Performance for Local Boards of Health as codified as N.J.A.C. 8:52-1.1 et seq.;

WHEREAS, as part of the child health services mandated under N.J.A.C. 8:52-1.1 et seq., the Washington Township Board of Health must ensure: (1) the delivery of Child Health Conferences (CHC) for comprehensive preventive healthcare of infants and preschool children, particularly those who are medically indigent; (2) the provision of primary and booster immunizations to school-aged children; and (3) the performance of lead poisoning case finding efforts among children aged one to five years.

WHEREAS, the demand for mandated child health services from the Washington Township Board of Health has significantly declined in the past decade due to various causes including greater use of Federally Qualified Health Centers by residents fo such services;

WHEREAS,  the direct provision of such services by the Washington Township Board of Health is not cost-effective based on the availability and greater use of Federally Qualified Health Centers by Township residents;

WHEREAS, the Zufall Health Center has been designated as the Federally Qualified Health Care Center (FQHC) serving Morris County by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services;

WHEREAS, under the FQHC designation Zufall Health Care Center is responsible for provision of primary health care services particularly among the underserved and to provide said services without regard to income or insurance status;

WHEREAS, successful child health outcomes require the establishment of a medical home for patients and a comprehensive continuum of medical care;

WHEREAS, as a healthcare provider which serves as a medical home for patients and provides a comprehensive continuum of medical care, Zufall Health Center is best positioned to provide child health services mandated under N.J.A.C. 8:52-1.1 et seq.;

WHEREAS: the Washington Township Board of Health has traditionally referred uninsured or underinsured residents requiring child health services to Zufall Health Center for such services; and

WHEREAS, the Washington Township Board of Health is interested in formalizing the practice of referring patients requiring child health services to Zufall Health Center for maternal and child health services through the execution of a Memorandum of Agreement.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

I. PURPOSE

This Memorandum of Agreement is made this ______ day of ____________, 20___  by and between the Washington Township Board of Health (hereinafter referred to as the Board of Health) with administrative offices at 43 Schooley’s Mountain Rd., Long Valley, NJ  07853 and Zufall Health Center (hereinafter referred to as the FQHC) with administrative offices at 18 West Blackwell St., Dover, NJ 07801.  The purpose of this Memorandum of Agreement is to detail collaboration, responsibilities and mutual agreements between the Board of Health and the FQHC for the provision of child health services mandated of the Board of Health under N.J.A.C. 8:52-1.1 et seq.

II. ASSIGNMENT OF RESPONSIBILITY – Board of Health

The Board of Health shall be responsible for:

1. Initiating the process for opening a maternal and child health services case;

2. Issuing the proper referrals to Zufall for child health services;

3. Performing public health nursing follow-up in accordance with N.J.A.C. 8:52-1.1 et seq. when deemed medically necessary;

4. Consulting with, providing information to, and initiating follow-up requested by physicians or nurses providing direct medical services to clients and employed by the FQHC;

5. Referrals for conducting nursing case management on all childhood lead poisoning cases to the Paterson Health Department;

6. Providing health counseling, parenting education and anticipatory guidance as required;

7. Providing information and guidance to clients on physical, emotional nutritional and cognitive development of infants and preschool children; and

8. Providing referrals to social service agencies as required.

III. ASSIGNMENT OF RESPONSIBILITY – FQHC

The FQHC shall be responsible for:

1. Maintaining all necessary licenses, permits, or other approval to operate as a Federally Qualified Healthcare Center;

2. Providing physical examinations, necessary immunizations, screening tests, and referrals to infants, children, and adolescents referred by the Board of Health;

3. Providing childhood blood lead capillary and venous testing as needed in accordance with state regulations for childhood lead poisoning screening;

4. Assessing physical, mental, and emotional development of infants, children, and adolescents referred by the Board of Health;

5. Referring and / or assisting with enrolling uninsured or underinsured children in available public health insurance programs;

6. Meeting with the Health Officer, Public Health Nurse or other designated Health Department official at mutually agreeable times and as needed to discuss programmatic matters related to this Memorandum of Agreement.

IV. COST OF SERVICE

There will be no incremental cost to the Board of Health or to the FQHC for the services outlined herein.

V. DURATION OF MEMORANDUM

1. This Memorandum of Agreement shall become effective upon approval by the authorized officers of the FQHC and passage of an authorizing resolution of the Washington Township Board of Health;

2. The provisions of the Memorandum of Agreement shall commence upon the formal approval of the same and shall remain in effect unless the Board of Health or the FQHC notifies the other, by certified mail, of its intentions to withdraw ninety (90) days prior to the intended withdrawal date.

AND THE RYAN WHITE SERVICES HIV / AIDS PROGRAM AT 

THE FAMILY HEALTH CENTER OF MORRISTOWN MEDICAL CENTER

WHEREAS,  the mission of the Washington Township Board of Health is to protect, promote and enhance the health and wellness of all who reside in, work in or visit the Township of Washington and its contracted municipalities through the provision of comprehensive and superior public health services;

WHEREAS, NJ Practice Standards of Performance for Local Boards of Health as codified at N.J.A.C. 8:52-1.1 et seq. requires the Washington Township Board of Health to deliver and ensure population-based public health services for all residents including HIV / Aids services;

WHEREAS, the Washington Township Board of Health provides municipal public health services via shared services agreements in accordance with the Local Health Services Act as codified at N.J.S.A. 26:3A2-1, et seq.;

WHEREAS, under the terms of said shared services agreements the Washington Township Board of Health provides public health services mandated under the N.J. Practice Standards of Performance for Local Boards of Health as codified as N.J.A.C. 8:52-1.1 et seq.;

WHEREAS, N.J.A.C.8:52-1.1 et seq., requires the Washington Township Board of Health to provide health education services for the control and prevention HIV and sexually transmitted infections (STIs); to refer at-risk individuals and individuals concerned about their HIV and STI status to counseling and testing sites; and refer HIV and STI infected persons and / or their families to appropriate agencies for case management, mental health, medical, social and / or support services;

WHEREAS, the Ryan White Services HIV / AIDS Program at the Family Health Center of Morristown Medical Center is a federally-funded initiative that aims to enhance the medical care and support services for persons with HIV and AIDS who cannot pay for the care needed; and

WHEREAS, the Washington Township Board of Health is interested in formalizing the practice of referring persons with HIV and AIDS who may be eligible for services provided by the Ryan White Services HIV / AIDS Program at the Family Health Center of Morristown Medical Center.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

I. PURPOSE

This Memorandum of Agreement is made this ______ day of _____________, 20____ by and between the Washington Township Board of Health (hereinafter referred to as WTBOH) with administrative offices at 43 Schooley’s Mountain Rd., Long Valley,  NJ  07853 and the Ryan White Services HIV / AIDS Program at the Family Health Center of Morristown Medical Center (hereinafter referred to as the Ryan White Program at MMC) with administrative offices at 100 Madison Avenue, Morristown, NJ 07960.  The purpose of this Memorandum of Agreement is to detail collaboration, responsibilities and mutual agreements between WTBOH and the Ryan White Program at MMC.

II. ASSIGNMENTS OF RESPONSIBILITY – WTBOH

The Washington Township Board of Health shall be responsible for:

1. Referring individuals at risk for HIV, individuals who are concerned about their HIV status, and individuals with HIV or AIDS who cannot pay for case management, mental health, medical, dental, support and social services to the Ryan White Program at MMC;
2. Providing health education services for the control and prevention of HIV and sexually transmitted infections (STIs); and
3. Meeting with authorized representatives of the Ryan White Program at MMC at mutually agreeable times and as needed to discuss programmatic matters related to this Memorandum of Agreement.
III. ASSIGNMENT OF RESPONSIBILITY – The Ryan White Program at MMC

The Ryan White Program at MMC shall be responsible for:

1. Screening persons referred by WTBOH for Ryan White Program eligibility as per the criteria established by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services;

2. Providing comprehensive HIV / AIDS services which may include testing for STIs as required by U.S. Department of Health and Human Services to eligible persons referred by WTBOH; and

3. Meeting with the Health Officer, Public Health Nurse, or other designated WTBOH official at mutually agreeable times and as needed to discuss programmatic matters related to this Memorandum of Agreement.

IV. COST OF SERVICE

There will be no cost to the Washington Township Board of Health or to the Ryan White Program for the services outlined herein.

V. DURATION OF MEMORANDUM

1. This Memorandum of Agreement shall become effective upon execution by the authorized officers of the Ryan White Program at MMC and passage of a resolution by the Washington Township Board of Health authorizing execution of the same;

2. This Memorandum of Understanding shall remain in effect unless the Washington Township Board of Health or the Ryan White Program at MMC notifies the other, by certified mail, of its intentions to withdraw ninety (90) days prior to the intended withdrawal date.

MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT

BETWEEN THE 

WASHINGTON TOWNSHIP BOARD OF HEALTH 

AND THE NEW JERSEY CANCER EDUCATION AND EARLY DETECTION PROGRAM

AT MORRISTOWN MEDICAL CENTER

WHEREAS,  the mission of the Washington Township Board of Health is to protect, promote and enhance the health and wellness of all who reside in, work in or visit the Township of Washington and its contracted municipalities through the provision of comprehensive and superior public health services;

WHEREAS, NJ Practice Standards of Performance for Local Boards of Health as codified at N.J.A.C. 8:52-1.1 et seq. requires the Washington Township Board of Health to deliver and ensure population-based public health services for all residents including certain cancer services;

WHEREAS, the Washington Township Board of Health provides municipal public health services via shared services agreements in accordance with the Local Health Services Act as codified at N.J.S.A. 26:3A2-1, et seq.;

WHEREAS, under the terms of said shared services agreements the Washington Township Board of Health provides public health services mandated under the N.J. Practice Standards of Performance for Local Boards of Health as codified as N.J.A.C. 8:52-1.1 et seq. (hereafter referred to as the “Practice Standards”).

WHEREAS, the Practice Standards require municipalities to provide cancer screenings for persons at high risk for certain cancers along with counseling, referral, and follow-up of all persons with non-negative screening results;

WHEREAS, the number of persons attending cancer screening programs offered by municipalities, particularly those who are at risk, uninsured or underinsured has significantly declined in Morris County;

WHEREAS, poor or no attendance at cancer screening programs offered by municipalities has rendered the need for scheduling of such programs ineffectual;

WHEREAS, despite poor or no attendance at cancer screening programs offered by municipalities, the Practice Standards mandate WTBOH to establish a coordinated plan for counseling, referral, and follow-up of all persons with non-negative screening results;

WHEREAS, the NJ Department of Health operates and funds the New Jersey Cancer Education and Early Detection Program (hereinafter referred to “NJCEED”) to provide comprehensive outreach, education and screening services for breast, cervical, colorectal and prostate cancers;

WHEREAS, the NJ Department of Health has designated Morristown Medical Center as a NJCEED provider;

WHEREAS, WTBOH currently refers at risk persons requiring breast, cervical, colorectal and prostate cancer screenings to the NJCEED Program at Morristown Medical Center; and

WHEREAS, WTBOH and the NJCEED Program at Morristown Medical Center wish to enter into a Memorandum of Agreement for the referral of at risk persons requiring breast, cervical, colorectal and prostate cancer screenings.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

VII. PARTIES

This Memorandum of Agreement is made this ______ day of _____________, 20____ by and between the Washington Township Board of Health (hereinafter referred to as WTBOH) with administrative offices at 43 Schooley’s Mountain Rd., Long Valley,  NJ  07853 and the New Jersey Cancer Education and Early Detection Program at Morristown Medical Center (hereinafter referred to as the NJCEED at MMC) with administrative offices at 100 Madison Avenue, Morristown, NJ 07960.  

VIII. PURPOSE

The purpose of this Memorandum of Agreement is to detail collaboration, responsibilities and mutual agreements between the WTBOH and the NJCEED at MMC for the referral of residents requiring breast, cervical, colorectal, and prostate cancer outreach, education and screening services

IX. ASSIGNMENTS OF RESPONSIBILITY – WTBOH

The Washington Township Board of Health shall be responsible for:

1. Providing referrals to the NJCEED Program at Morristown Medical Center to residents who are deemed at risk and who meet the eligibility criteria for services as established by the NJ Department of Health.  Eligibility criteria are as follows:

a. Participants must be residents of Morris County;

b. Participants must be uninsured or underinsured; and

c. Participants must have incomes within 250% of the Federal Poverty Level;

2. Serving as a community resource in the dissemination of cancer prevention information from the NJ Department of Health including information from NJCEED in accordance with the Practice Standards;

3. Assisting at risk residents including the uninsured and underinsured who do not meet the eligibility criteria for NJCEED screenings in obtaining support services such as establishing a medical home and enrolling in available health insurance plans via referrals to available resources;

4. Providing cancer prevention education via health promotion and education interventions in accordance with the Practice Standards;

5. Maintaining records of resident referrals to the NJCEED Program at Morristown Medical Center; and

6. Meeting with the NJCEED Program at Morristown Medical Center as needed to discuss needs, objectives, services, accomplishments, and matters of mutual concern.

X. ASSIGNMENT OF RESPONSIBILITY – NJCEED Program at Morristown Medical Center

The NJCEED Program at MMC shall be responsible for:

1. Providing comprehensive outreach, education and screening services to residents who meet the eligibility criteria for services as established by the NJ Department of Health for breast, cervical, colorectal and prostate cancers;

2. Providing all cancer screening services in accordance with the American Cancer Society’s cancer screening guidelines;

3. Providing case management, tracking, follow-up and facilitation into treatment for cancer as needed; and

4. Meeting with WTBOH as needed to discuss needs, objectives, services, accomplishments and matters of mutual concern.

XI. COST OF SERVICE

There will be no cost to the Washington Township Board of Health or to NJCEED for the services outlined herein

XII. DURATION OF MEMORANDUM

3. This Memorandum of Agreement shall become effective upon execution by the authorized officers of the NJCEED at MMC and passage of a resolution by the Washington Township Board of Health authorizing execution of the same;

4. This Memorandum of Understanding shall remain in effect unless the Washington Township Board of Health or the NJCEED at MMC notifies the other, by certified mail, of its intentions to withdraw ninety (90) days prior to the intended withdrawal date.

Resolution R-03-17:  ACCEPTANCE OF MEMORANDUMS OF AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE WASHINGTON TOWNSHIP BOARD OF HEALTH AND THE ZUFALL HEALTH CARE CENTER, THE RYAN WHITE HIV/AIDS PROGRAM AT MORRISTOWN MEDICAL CENTER AND THE NEW JERSEY CANCER EDUCATION AND EARLY DETECTION PROGRAM AT MORRISTOWN MEDICAL CENTER RESPECTIVELY   

A motion was made by Bogan, seconded by Carrara to approve Resolution R-03-17.  A voice vote was taken.

Cooke-Gibbs also noted that there is an Annual Report that was compiled for this audit. She explained that this is something that the Health Department submits to the state every year but recently discovered that the Health Department should be presenting this to the Board annually.  In addition, a Resource / Reference manual was made available, for Board of Health members who might be interested in obtaining more training.  These documents were distributed to the Board members for their review. 


Three additional documents, that have been modified to represent Washington Township:  the Continuous Quality Improvement Plan; the Workforce Development Plan and the Strategic Plan, were distributed to the Board members at this time.  Cooke-Gibbs explained that there is still some minor tweaking to do on these and final, complete copies would be available at the next meeting, but asked that the Board members review them and make a motion to accept all three.


A motion was made by Adams, seconded by Bogan to accept the Continuous Quality Improvement Plan, the Workforce Development Plan and the Strategic Plan.  A voice vote was taken.

Cooke-Gibbs continued to explain that she knew that there were some things that the Health Department will be written up for.  When that happened, she felt that a period of time would be allowed so that the department could work to bring itself into compliance.  In the meantime, she noted, we were trying to get as much accomplished and approved, by the Board, as possible ahead of the June 8th audit date.

Cooke-Gibbs then explained the situation surrounding a letter and response between the owner of Schooley’s Mountain General Store and the Health Department.  She explained that upon inspection several items were found to be in violation.  When those items had not been brought into compliance, the inspector gave him a conditional rating resulting in additional fees being levied until those items were brought into compliance.  At that time, the store owner complained that his rights were being violated.  


A brief discussion was held during which time it was noted that several new food establishments were opened or preparing to open in the Long Valley Area:  OMG Burger will open where the Schooley’s Mountain Inn used to be at the top of Schooley’s Mountain; Chesapeake Bay will reopen where it was originally, next to the Brew Pub (where Andrea’s Dining Room was located); and the Coffee Potter is in the old bank building toward the bottom of Schooley’s Mountain Rd. During a brief discussion, the suggestion was also made that the old bike shop would make a great location for an ice cream parlor.
Public – At this point, Carrara opened the meeting to comment from the public.  There being no members of the public present, this portion of the meeting was closed.

Adjournment - The meeting was adjourned at 8:34 pm on a motion made by Adams, seconded by Bogan.  A voice vote was taken
