Minutes

February 1, 2016. Cindy Boerner-Lay made a motion to approve the minutes as presented. Leah Korbel seconded the motion. Eileen Stokes, Jennifer Gorini, Leah Korbel, Jessica Forman, and Cindy Boerner-Lay unanimously approved the minutes.

Applicants





Santos, 2 East Mill Road, German Valley Historic District (GVHD), B28 L33 – Concept discussion for exterior work. The applicant included architect Frank Mileto and property owners Eduardo and Arthur Santos.





The applicant presented plans for the proposed work on the building, which include an office on the first floor and two two-bedroom dwelling units on the second and third floors. The existing parking area is sufficient to meet the use and code. The exterior of both sides and half of the front of the building will remain in the current condition. The rear and half of the front of the building will get stucco. A new porch on the front of the building will be designed to replicate the previously existing porch based on photographs. Egress windows will be installed on every bedroom window and the windows will be reframed with the existing wood. The applicant will look into true divided light windows. 





Wooden balconies are proposed to be added to the rear of the building. Chairman Stokes referenced that alterations are allowed as long as they do not harm historic materials or character. 





The plans included an optional cupola, which the HPC recommended against. The HVAC will be hidden as much as possible. Chairman Stokes recommended that the applicant review the Rehabilitation Guidelines.





Eileen informed the applicants of the notice requirements for the public hearing required for this application. The hearing is tentatively scheduled for May 3.





New Business





Chairman Stokes shared a letter from the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection Historic Preservation Office (HPO) dated March 24 that provides review and comment on the bridge and walkway replacement on Schooley’s Mountain Road between Heath Village and Hastings Square. The HPO recommends to the Division of Land Use Regulation that no additional consideration of historic or archaeological resources is necessary prior to permit issuance.
