1.  August 6, 2014 Regular Meeting

Mr. Roger Friday spoke to the board about problems related to Jones Lane.  He stated that the Home Owners Association had not been notified that the road repairs that were being paid for by Mr. John Holley.  Mr. Friday asked why other areas on Jones Lane were not repaired.  Engineer Hall stated that he set the limits of the repair.  He said that Mr. Holley shad stated that he would be sending out written notice that the repairs were being done.  Mr. Friday stated that the residents were only given one day notice. Mr. Friday submitted a letter of complaint to the board secretary asking that the board members have the letter distributed to them.

No comments were received and the meeting was closed to the public for items not on the agenda.

2.  Kevin Dorlon – Block 8, Lot 8 – 67 Drakestown Road – Extension Request for Use Variance Approval granted in 2011 for Assisted Living Facility


For the record, it was noted that no one was in attendance at the meeting representing the applicant.  The board discussed the matter briefly and directed the secretary to send a letter to the applicant stating that the board is not inclined to vote for this extension and that the matter will be rescheduled for October 1 and either the applicant or his representative must appear at the meeting to make the extension request and that an escrow replenishment of $1000 must be submitted prior to the meeting.

4.  Manny Fuel - Block 59, Lot 30.01 - 359 Fairmount Road – Proposed Canopy over existing fuel pumps - Site Plan with “D” Variance for expansion of a non-conforming use & “C” Variance for front yard setback - Completeness Determination



Mr. Averett recused himself for this application due to a conflict of interest. The Board reviewed Engineer Hall’s report dated 8-29-14.  Mr. Hall had noted in his report that this application is still incomplete because a detailed lighting plan has not been provided for this application.  Mr. Banisch stated that lighting is important in this application.  Engineer Hall stated that he is looking for the isometric data throughout the site and at the property lines.  Project Engineer George Gianforcaro told the board that this information can be provided on the site plan.  Ms. Walter stated that she would like to see the lighting plan as a part of completeness.  Mr. Bauer agreed saying that it should be provided for completeness as this site is in a residential area.  Ms. Walter asked if additional lighting is to be provided for the bathroom location.  Mr. Price noted that there is a diesel pump located on the bathroom side and that there is also parking in that location.  Mr. Hall stated that the exact location of the diesel dispenser is to be shown on the site plan. Mr. Price noted that there are free standing signs on the property that have not been shown and that a detail of the existing signs should be provided on the site plan.

A motion was made by Mr. Bauer, seconded by Ms. Walter to approve the waiver requests made by the applicant and to deem this application incomplete because of the lighting plan not being provided.  A roll call vote was taken and the motion carried.
