OLD BUSINESS
Community Forestry Management Plan for 2015-2019

The final Plan was mailed to the New Jersey Forestry Service on December 24, 2014.
Drive-By Street Tree Assessment and Inventory
Steve will send the data he has collected to all committee members to see how to best arrange it in a table format for the Shade Tree Committee portion of the township website.

Bert the Eagle, Flocktown Road and Schooley’s Mountain Road
The December 2014 minutes erroneously stated Steve sent a memo to the Township Committee dated December 9, 2014.  The correct date of the memo is December 10, 2014.  The memo discussed how accident damage may cause rot inside the tree, and that the fiberglass in its interior may actually increase wood decay.  The memo also stated we are unable to determine if decay from rotting roots has migrated into the base of the sculpture.

We were copied on a letter dated December 22, 2014 to Andrew Coppola from Leon Hall of Anderson & Denzler, regarding the tree replacement guarantee for the reforestation of the area with 5” caliper trees.  The proposed tree guarantee was through the 2015 growing season, which Anderson & Denzler stated is not enough time to properly evaluate the progress of the trees.  They recommend the guarantee be through the entire 2016 growing season in order to provide more time (i.e., two complete growing seasons) to evaluate the trees.
